Before our modern system of local government was introduced, its ancient predecessor was based on units of area
called lathes and hundreds. We were in Aylesford lathe (there were 7 lathes in Kent in 1086), which was divided
into 15 hundreds. We were in Larkfield hundred, which contained 15 parishes. Justice and government were
administered through a system of juries and courts. In 1274 there were 11 jurors for the hundred of Larkfield.
Business was conducted in a court-house, situated at the eastern end of what was Larkfield Green. This stretched
from New Road to New Hythe Lane, whilst the London road split into two to pass along either side of the Green.
We know this because of a beautiful little coloured map of Larkfield, drawn in 1684, and preserved in the county
archives.

So, what was it about Larkfield that led it to acquire this status? Well, for many hundreds of years, Larkfield
was at the intersection of two important roads. The one coming from East Malling, Wateringbury, and Teston
provided direct access to New Hythe for many of the villages to the south. This was especially important, as
New Hythe was a very busy little port for many hundreds of years. The road intersection in Larkfield itself no longer
exists as such, because the road from East Malling has been diverted. It used to run in a straight line from East
Malling, past the front of Bradbourne House, and met the London road immediately opposite New Hythe Lane. The
gap where it joined can still be seen though, between the Wealden Hall restaurant and Simon Miller’s Inn House.
Thomas Twisden bought the Bradbourne estate in about 1655 and, in 1676, his son, Roger, was given permission to
divert the road from East Malling to its current alignment. It has been known as New Road ever since.
