God With Us 

As a long-term sufferer from clinical 
depression, I frequently encounter 
disbelief that I can be aware of, and 
know the joy of, being blessed by 
Godôs presence and Grace in my 
life, and yet still suffer. Some peo-
ple seem to think that if I were just 
to shout ñAlleluia isnôt life great!ò the 
Black Blanket of depression would 
automatically lift from me. Where is 
my faith? 
It doesnôt work like that, any more 
than I suspect it would if I were a 
cancer sufferer or had any other 
fundamental illness. This disease 
affects me for months at a time, 
and then often will lift again for a 
while. Iôve been told, and believe, 
that it is primarily caused by the 
inability of my brain to produce and 
then effectively process a chemical 
called serotonin. Tablets help to 
stabilise the balance - sometimes. 
The medical profession and those 
in the mental health field in particu-
lar, are frequently noted for their 
antipathy to the Spiritual experi-
ences of their patients, some in-
deed regarding religious belief as a 
symptom of deep insecurity and 
neurosis. 
I was recently referred by my GP to 
a consultant, whose surname indi-
cated that I would be seeing some-
one from a non-Christian back-
ground. I prayed for God to give me 
the strength to be able to witness to 
my faith, and for the medical pro-
fessional to be able to understand 
how important my Lord is in my life. 
When I attended the hospital, to my 
surprise I was seen not by the con-
sultant, but by a young registrar. I 
saw the cross around this personôs 
neck, and so was able to be totally 
frank and honest about my life. We 
talked for the next hour or so as 
fellow Christians, about our faith, 
and about how very worthwhile we 
all must be to God for him to sacri-
fice his Son for us on the Cross. 
Afterwards, I walked back to my 
car, where I sat for ten minutes, 
crying with gratitude for the un-
expected gift that God had given 
me at a time when I so desper-
ately needed Him. How often 
does our loving Father show 
himself to all of us.....?
